MINUTES OF THE VMC MEETING HELD ON 05-02-2011
     A meeting of the Vidyalaya Management Committee was held at 5.30 p.m on                05-02-2011 under the chairmanship of Sh. P.Venkatnarayana DGM BSNL and Chairman Nominee in the Vidyalaya Library. The meeting started with welcome by the Principal. After deliberations, it ended with the teacher member thanking all the members.

	VEC decision/suggestion

	1. Copy of Minutes of the previous meeting is enclosed. Minutes may be treated as approved.

2. Opinion of parents was sought regarding change in school timings. Out of respondents, 405 opted for the present timing, 427 opted for timing from 9.00 a.m and 200  for timing from 8.30 a.m. An overwhelming majority of parents from class IX upwards opted to retain the same timing. As practical difficulties in changing in mid-session were expressed by the bus operator and auto drivers, it was decided with the approval of VEC not to go for the change this session. Change may be permitted from next session.
3. A total of 13 posts out of 56 ( 25%) are vacant. Vice Principal, PGT in Physics, Chemistry, 1 post of TGT (Sanskrit), One TGT ( Science), One TGT ( Social Science),  5 Primary teachers and one Asst Supdt are vacant. Being a peripheral area, it is difficult to get                                               qualified teachers – especially post graduate teachers. VMC may impress upon the Commissioner KVS to give priority to peripheral schools as ours, while posting regular staff.

4. There is shortage of a Primary teacher and one computer instructor. There is no one else in the list prepared after interview in March 2010. The two teachers who were in position have been discontinued due to technical problems pointed out by Audit recently. A) The Primary teacher happens to be the wife of a regular teacher working in the K.V and permission of the higher authority is needed for such appointments. VMC may permit this appointment to avoid loss of teaching periods to students. Permission for approval will be sought from KVS Regional Office on the strength of VMC recommendation. B) The computer instructor is a very able teacher capable of ensuring smooth functioning of the computers in the school as well as teaching the students. He was appointed on strength of his certificate courses and the fact that he was pursuing PGDCA- one of the required qualifications- in the absence of any other qualified candidate in spite of 2 advertisements. Audit objected as PGDCA certificate was not available. Now he has submitted it. His re-appointment may be permitted.

5. Rs.67000/- has been sanctioned for M&R of staff quarters. Requirements have been taken from the staff and an estimate has been prepared by our WET. VMC is requested to approve the estimate so that the work can be completed.

6. One of the two ID cards submitted as sample may be chosen for issuing to students on payment. The rates are Rs.50/- and Rs.40/- respectively.

7. The campus has acute mosquito problem. Permission may be granted to buy a fumigation machine @ about Rs.32000/-. The running cost works out to about Rs.1000/- a month.

8. All students from class VI to XII were taken on educational tours to places as Badami, Chitradurga and Hampi. An amount of Rs.  209,500/- has bee paid as advance out of which the actual expenses for school will be about Rs.100000/- Payment of this amount may be approved.

9. This school constructed as a 2 section school was made into a 3 section one and there is acute shortage of class rooms. CPWD which is the construction agency has not yet submitted the line drawing and estimate yet.  Suggestions are invited to speed up the work.

Permission is accorded to buy the machine. Its regular use should be ensured.

Payment of the advance is approved. D.C Bellary may be approached to obtain concession in transport for future trips.

Letter on behalf of VMC signed by the Chairman/ Nominee and reminder from the Principal may be sent to CPWD to speed up the work.
